Only online entries are accepted. The entry system will open June 1 and can be accessed

through the Johnson County Fair website at www.jocokansasfair.com . If assistance is needed

in making online entries please contact the Extension office or the Fair office. It is highly rec-

ommended that you print off your entry confirmation.

After the entry deadline adding a class/entry is not an option. If you are not sure about what

you are taking to the fair, please wait until closer to the deadline to make your entries. This

will help keep dropped entries to a minimum as the Fair Board has to pay for each dropped

entry.

Livestock and Project Auction

Livestock Auction : Exhibitors must turn in auction forms to sell their livestock to the Fair Of-
fice by 12 p.m. Friday, or 30 minutes after the conclusion of the beef show, along witha  W-9
IRSform.

Project Auction : Project auction forms must be turned in by 12 p.m. on Thursday along with a
W-9 IRS form, no exceptions.

It is against policy of the Johnson County Fair for any livestock or projects sold at the 4 -H/FFA
auction to be shown at any other county, state or national competition. See the 4 -H/FFA Live-
stock Auction section in the Johnson County Fair Book for more details about the Livestock

and Project Auction.

State Fair Entries

All 4 -H exhibits that receive a purple ribbon are eligible to enter at the Kansas State Fair

providing there is a comparable department at the State Fair. 4 -H6er s who qualify
the State Fair may sign up in the Fair Office from 3-5 p.m. Thursday, August 4 and Friday, Au-

gust 5. 4-H members must be 9 before January 1, 2016 to enter. All entries for the Kansas State

Fair must be made with the Extension office by 5 p.m. Tuesday, August 16. Please note: beef,
sheep, swine and meat goat entries for the Kansas State Fair are due by July 15 and Horse

Show entries are due by August 1.

County Project Information

State Livestock Nominations Due June 15

All small animal state livestock nominations (non -market beef) are due June 15, 2016. This in-
cludes commercial heifers, market swine, commercial gilts, market lambs, commercial ewes,
and ALL meat goats. (There is not a separate division for registered breeding does at either
state show, so all meat goats must be nominated in order to be eligible to show.)

The 2016 nomination information can be found on the Youth Livestock Program website at
www.youthlivestock.ksu.edu . The 2016 Declaration and Specie Nomination Forms MUST be
used for nominations to be accepted. All families are encouraged to use the specie checklist

as a guide to ensure their nominations are compl

also been created to help guide new families through the nomination process with as little
stress as possible. These resources can be found on the Youth Livestock Program website.
Please double check that there are not any blank fields or questions on the Declaration and
Nomination Forms before placing them in the mail.

As a reminder, ear notches are required for swine nominations and scrapie tag numbers are
required for sheep and goats. Nominations received without this information will be consid-
ered incomplete and returned to the family for completion. All species will continue requiring
DNA as part of the nomination process.

Confirmation letters will be sent to families once their nominations have been processed and
reports will regularly be posted on the Youth Livestock Program website. Families are en-
couraged to use one of these options to verify their nominations. A complete nomination does
NOT constitute show entry. State Fair Grand Drive entries will be due July 15, and KJLS entries
will be due August 15. Animals who are nhominated, but do not follow the appropriate entry
processes set forth by each show, will not be permitted to show.

Youth Pork Quality Assurance Plus Certification Date

All exhibitors who state nominate swine projects MUST have a Youth PQA+ certification num-

ber at the time of nomination, or by June 15. There is a field for this information on the swine
nomination form, under the contact information. Any nominations received without the appro-

priate Youth PQA+ number will be considered incomplete. Kansas youth may obtain their cer-

tification by participating in a class provided by an extension agent who is currently certified

to teach Youth PQA+, or by completing the Pork
