Whether your passion is sailing, 
robotics, community theater or … 
whatever, 4-H SPIN (SPecial INterest) 
Clubs offer a new way 
for you to share your skills and 
knowledge with youth in your 
community. 
 
4-H SPIN Clubs focus on a SINGLE 
topic. All it takes to start a 4-H SPIN 
Club: 

• One or more caring and 
knowledgeable adult/s; 

• At least five young people with an 
interest in the topic; 

• Willingness to meet as a club at least six 
times. 

 
Beyond those six meetings, 4-H SPIN 
Clubs require no long-term 
commitment. 

 
Clubs are affiliated with the 4-H Youth 
Development program, but no prior 
experience with 4-H is needed.
