e  Prerequisite: Archery SPIN Club Completion
e 20, 30, & 40-meter competition, some 3-D targets

e Recurve, Olympic, bow hunter compound, open compound divisions
e SPIN Club — approximately April
BB Gun (Required prerequisite for other rifle disciplines)
e 5-meter competition in the prone, standing, sitting, and kneeling positions
e Some test knowledge of NRA and Daisy BB Gun curriculums
e Everyone shoots the same model of gun — Avanti Champion Model 499B
Air Rifle
e Prerequisite: BB-Gun Program Completion
e 10-meter competition in the prone, standing, and kneeling positions
Air Pistol (Required prerequisite for other pistol disciplines)
e 10-meter competition; some silhouette targets
e  SPIN Club — approximately October
Small Bore Pistol
e  Prerequisite: Air Pistol SPIN Club Completion
e  25-yard competition and silhouette targets
Small Bore Rifle
e  Prerequisite: Air Rifle Program Completion
e  50-meter competition in the prone, standing, and kneeling positions; some silhouette targets
Shotgun
e Trap, skeet, and sporting clays competition
e 20 or 12-gauge guns only
Muzzle Loader —
e  Prerequisite: BB-Gun or Air Rifle program completion
e 25 & 100-yard competition, silhouette targets, and “novelty” targets (critters & bottles)
Hunting Skills —
o Wildlife identification, hunter knowledge and compass & orienteering
e Shooting skills in archery, shotgun, and small-bore rifle
